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The Dental Sciences Building will provide a prominent point of focus as one enters campus from South 

Columbia Street. The site is identified as the area west of the existing School of Dentistry buildings, with 

South Columbia Street defining the western boundary and MacNider Hall bordering the north edge. 
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The Dental Research Center and Dental Office Building will be decommissioned and demolished before construction of the 

Dental Sciences Building begins.
